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Abstract
Do not indent. This section is the very last on to write and has a maximum of 200 words, which does not count towards your 1000-1500 word total. Provide details about your participants (age, gender, ethnicity, any other important info for your study) and where the research was conducted (John F. Kennedy High School classroom). Describe the aim of your experiment, method, results and conclusion. Identify the independent and dependent variable. Do not discuss the original research.
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Introduction

Indent and begin typing your introduction. Your introduction must include the following in paragraph form:

· Clearly describe the subject, topic or theory under investigation (reference the original study)

· Clearly describe the original study (aim, procedure, and findings) including a reference to the original study (Smith, 1999)

· You will have only one reference (the original study). You will not research or include additional sources

· Explain why this research is worth duplicating. What value does this research have in understanding human behavior?

· At the end of the introduction, make a clear statement of the aim of your experiment. (The aim of the experiment is to investigate the impact of…)
Methods

Design
Indent and begin typing your Design
· Describe the design you chose (impendent sample or repeated measures) and what it looks like for your experiment
· State and describe the conditions of your experiment (you will have a control condition where the independent variable is not manipulated and the experimental condition where the independent variable is manipulated)
· Explain and justify why you chose this design
· Describe what you have done to control and avoid extraneous variables
· Clearly describe your independent variable and you dependent variable (specifically how you will measure behavior)
· Document how ethical guidelines were followed (explain how consent was obtained, how the briefing and debriefing were carried out, etc) You need to reference these copied in the appendix

Participants
Indent and begin typing your Participants

· Describe the participants (how many there were in each condition, age, gender distribution, the population from which they were drawn)

· Describe the sampling procedure you used (random, opportunity, etc.) and clearly explain why it was necessary. 

· Describe how you allocated (assigned) your participants to your two conditions.
Materials
· List/bullets

· List all materials you used. Include blank copies in the appendices (consent form, briefing instructions, debriefing, any forms or worksheets you used, any technology or devices that were required)

· Basic materials such as chairs, pencils, tables, etc should not be listed

· This will be very short (does not count in word count)

Procedure
Indent and begin typing your Procedure.

· Paragraph format. Enough detail must be included so that someone else can replicate your study

· Carefully and accurately describe your procedure in chronological order. Explain how you chose/developed your materials

· Include the steps you completed to address ethical guidelines

· Reference any items that should be in your appendix
Results
· Your results will be presented in three different ways; you must do all three ways! You do not analyze results here and you do not compare them to the original research
· In your appendix, put a table that has each individual’s response and place the standard deviation and averages at the bottom of the table

· PART 1  State your results in a narrative paragraph. This narrative needs to reflect the aim, show the standard deviation and the averages. 
· PART 2   Present the results in a graph (pie, bar or line) with a clear title, legend and labeling of the axes. You must name your groups, do not say group1 and group 2

· PART 3   present the results in a table with a clear title and represent the results of the conditions and with both mean and standard deviation

· Explain how or why you chose to use the descriptive statics you do

Discussion
· PART 1   Start with a brief comment on your results with reference to the statistics in the results section. Why do you think you got the results that you did? The compare your results (mean, standard deviations) to those of the replicated study and discuss, in some depth, how similar or different the results o the two studies are and why that could be. Do your results support or contradict the original? Do not use prove!
· PART 2  Then analyze your design and procedure (methodology) to identify limitations. Look for possible extraneous variable or conflicts you hadn’t foreseen. Do not say anything about sample size. This is where you must discuss limitations and the possible impact on results. You can also mention strengths
·  PART 3 Describe how you would modify/ improve your study, based on your above stated limitations.  Describe possible suggestions for further research that may have arisen but were not dealt with in the actual study.  Where can you see further research going?
· State your conclusion clearly (it should reflect the aim of your study). The conclusion should be worded using your independent variable and dependent variables. What was the effect?

Works cited in the report in a standard format (using APA style). You will only have one reference for the original study. This will be on its own page.
Appendix A

Sample Consent Form
· Begin each appendix on a separate page. Center the word “appendix” and the capital letter (A,B,etc. in the order in which they are mentioned in the text) at the top of the page. Center the title of the appendix, and use uppercase and lowercase letters. You must reference the appendix and the letter in the body of your paper. For example, “All participants signed an informed consent form before participating (see Appendix A).
· You must include the following items in your Appendices 
· Briefing Instructions/script
· Debriefing script
· Example of materials used
· Table of raw data with calculations at the bottom
Some basic guidelines for this entire internal assessment

4. Times New Roman, 12 point font, page numbers and running heading, 1” margins, double spaced, titles on all graphs and tables. Bold your headings and subheadings.  Do not underline, do not skip lines in between sections.

5. citing sources in APA style: in the body of your paper you must cure the author’s last name and the year of publication of the article. For example, Smith and Smith (1999) conducted an experiment…another example, The researchers found that serotonin did have an effect on the monks’ behavior (Smith and smith, 1999)
